Articulation Request

Application for Transfer of Outside Course Credits for 
Inclusion in UB’s Undergraduate Economics Program
To apply for transfer of outside course credits that you earned from other institutions for inclusion toward your UB’s undergraduate economics degree program, please follow the instruction below. 

1. Make sure the course you want to transfer has already been entered in your current DARS report. 
2. A syllabus of the course describing its contents or outline. If you don’t have a syllabus, obtain a statement from your former instructor or your former department chair or program director describing the contents of the course and the level of difficulty. 

3. A copy of your current UB DARS report. 

4. Complete the attached application form. .An electronic file of this form can also be downloaded from http://taurus.buffalo.edu/form.shtml.  Please fill in the form except the two columns under "UB Course," and the bottom section below the table.  In the first column of "Transfer Course," the course prefix/number usually is the one entered in your DARS report as Eco 001, Eco 002, TR 0001, etc. 
5. If you are requesting articulation of Principles of Economics into our Eco. 181 or Eco. 182, and the original institution's semester credits for the course are only three credit hours, then in view of the discrepancy that our 181 and 182 each carries four semester credit hours, the department would consider the approval of the articulation request only if the original grade shown on your DARS is B+ or better.  Any other grades (including the passing grade (P) will not be articulated).  The final approval will be determined by the Director of Undergraduate Studies in Economics, who will need to examine the contents of the course actually offered as shown in the detailed course syllabus.  The articulated course in this case will only carry three semester credit hours under Eco. 181 (Lec) or 182.(Lec).  If your original institution granted four semester credits on your Principles of Economics course, the department will accordingly grant equal credit hours for Eco. 181 or 182, subject to the Director's approval on the contents covered. Note that the transferability of course credits can be confirmed if both the campus and the equivalent course are listed in TAURUS, i.e. in lieu of the actual listing of a course on a DARS report.  Note also that even if your original course is not articulated into our 181 or 182, it can still be counted as a part of UB's general 120 credit requirements. 
6.  After completing your application form, please submit it to the Director of Undergraduate Studies for approval. If you are unable to meet with the Director, you may submit your application to Sharon Cosentino or Rebecca Neiss in Fronczak 415, or to Dr. Betty Baker in Fronczak 419. You will be informed of the decision.
