Project Presentations Guidelines
(guidelines for the Family Medicine Summer Research final presentation)

Final Presentations:

Projects can be presented as completed research or works in progress.  You will have 10 minutes 
to present, plus 5 minutes of audience discussion/response.

Project requirements:

1. Must be done in Power Point – 12-14 slides
2. Projects (works in progress and completed) must include:
· Background:
i. What issue is being addressed in this research
ii. Why is the issue important
iii. What have others done to address the issue

· Rationale: goals and objectives
i. What are you doing
ii. Why is this research worth doing
iii. How is this adding to what has been done or how is it different

· Methods
i. How was this research done – in sufficient detail to permit audience to fully understand how the research was performed
ii. Include a complete description of sampling methods, instruments used, methods of data collection and data analysis, steps taken to avoid or adjust for bias

· Preliminary Results (report on data collected to date)
i. Report results using tables, pictures, charts, graphs

· Conclusions (assumptions based on data collected)
i. Summary, take home message

· Areas for discussion: strengths and limitations of the project
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
